Southwest Consortium Predoctoral Psychology Internship (SCPPI) 
Training Seminars
Three hours per week are set aside for didactic training, topical seminars, assessment seminar, and long-term psychotherapy seminar.  The weekly Seminar Series includes presentations on a wide range of relevant clinical and professional practice issues. Presentations are offered by Consortium faculty and by associates from the broader professional community.  Seminars are often clinically driven through presentation and discussion of case material.  The seminars are designed to compliment and enhance the clinical experiences and supervision provided through the rotations. 
Broad topics from previous seminars have included: 
· Ethics 

· Professional Issues 

· Behavioral Medicine/Health Psychology 

· Interventions & Theory 

· Cultural & Diversity Issues 

· Interventions with Specific Mental Health Disorders 

· Neuropsychology & Assessment 

Interns contribute to the formal training through regularly scheduled case presentations.  Presentations may focus on the clinical aspects of the case or may use case material to illustrate conceptual, theoretical, ethical, research or other principles relevant to the practice of psychology. 
There are also weekly opportunities for further didactic training offered at the NMVAHCS and open to interns as they rotate through Neuropsychology and Behavioral Medicine.  Neuropsychology Case Conference meets weekly for discussion of cases by interns and staff, reviews of pertinent literature, and presentation of clinical and research interests.  Interns are expected to hone their presentation styles, and contribute to the peer supervision format.  Attendees include Neuropsychology and SCI faculty/staff, interns with specialty interest in Neuropsychology, rotating medical students/residents, and Neuropsychology post-docs and technicians.  Behavioral Medicine Rounds focus on developing functional analysis conceptualization and treatment skills by means of case presentations.  General Behavioral Medicine skills also are augmented by relevant didactic presentations.  These activities involve all members of the Behavioral Medicine Team. 
We also utilize our Wednesday afternoon time to have group supervision and teaching around assessment and psychotherapy.  The assessment case conference takes place approximately monthly during the first semester of the internship.  During the second semester of the internship, it is replaced by the long-term psychotherapy case conference.  Both of these experiences are opportunities for group supervision and teaching in core competency areas.
