Educational Resources

The New Mexico Veterans Affairs Health Care System Medical Library (NMVAHCS ML) serves as the centralized resource for SCPPI.  A full-time, professional MLS librarian and a library technician staff the library.  Interns and staff have 24 hour per day access via key sign out.  NMVAHCS ML has an extensive collection of medical and psychosocial journals and books, including a large selection of major publications in psychology.  A growing collection of audiovisual materials is also available.  NMVAHCS ML's member status in the Veterans Affairs Library Network (VALNET) permits rapid electronic access to 150 VA libraries nationwide.  The "turnaround" on these materials is typically 5 days although urgently needed periodical articles or a few pages from a book can be faxed.  The NMVAHCS ML is a member of the New Mexico Consortium of Bio-Medical Libraries, which expands the library's access to resources of many statewide libraries. In addition to its networking capabilities, the NMVAHCS ML offers web-based access to many databases such as PsychInfo, Medline and CINAHL, thousands of online journals and hundreds of full text books. The University of New Mexico has two excellent libraries.  Zimmerman Library, located on the southern part of the campus, is the largest branch of the library system and houses the most extensive array of psychological journals and monographs.  The Medical Center Library, located on the northern part of the campus, serves the medical and general university communities.  Both libraries have a large collection of books, monographs and journals and audiovisual material.  Material not owned by the library may be requested via inter-library loan. Computer searches of on-line databases are available at either library. 
The Indian Health Service has a decentralized library service with holdings in medical libraries at each Service Unit.  In addition, each Behavioral Health program has materials directly related to mental health needs and services to Native Americans. 
SCPPI also has its own mini-library containing assessment texts, extensive assessment materials, and classic texts on intervention.  It is located in the intern office of the STARR unit on the NMVAHCS Campus.  Any intern or faculty member can sign out materials from this library.
