Research Time
Consistent with the Scientist-Practitioner Model, interns are granted four hours a week of unscheduled research time.  If they choose to do so, nterns can designate a Research Supervisor, who will meet with the intern at least monthly. The Research Supervisor's primary role is to monitor the progress of the intern's research.  Interns can use research time to complete their dissertations, participate in faculty research projects, or implement their own program evaluation project.  If needed, interns have access to a VA-based doctoral-level statistician, whom they can consult for suggestions and concrete help with all aspects of data analysis. Interns are required to make a research presentation to faculty to provide a sample of their research competence.  If interns do not need or desire research time during the internship, this time can be used for clinical activities.
