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VA Medical Center Prepares for Air Show Traffic

ALBUQUERQUE – The flow of traffic and parking at the Raymond G. Murphy VA Medical Center in Albuquerque will be changed on June 4 & 5 when nearby Kirtland Air Force Base (KAFB) will host an Air Show and Open House in celebration of its 75th anniversary.
  The free event will be open to the public and will take place from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. on both days. In order to manage the anticipated large influx of Air Show visitor traffic, VA Police will close the San Mateo entrance to the medical center during those hours, and direct all traffic through the medical center’s San Pedro entrance.
  VA Police have been coordinating Air Show planning with KAFB officials, and will have a mobile guard shack set up at the north end of the Spinal Cord Injury parking lot in order to verify all vehicles travelling north on the main roadway.  All persons with VA business will be allowed to continue north.  Air Show visitors will be directed to park in the 377th (KAFB) parking lot on the south end of campus, the far east lot (San Pedro staff lot), and also the South (public) parking lot across the street near Bullhead Memorial Park.
  Medical center staff, visitors and patients will be briefly stopped by VA Police, who will determine their destination and assist them with parking instructions. Parking for authorized personnel will be in the front (north) parking areas of the main medical center (Building 41). These parking lots will consist of parking lots A, B, B annex area, north parking lot and north 
dirt annex areas. 
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  VA employees arriving on VA property solely for the purpose of attending the air show event will be redirected towards the Air Show parking areas and will not be allowed to park in employee/patient parking areas.  Current in-patients and VA employees wishing to attend the Air Show will be allowed to ride the free shuttle bus transporting attendees from the 377th (KAFB) parking lot to and from the event.
  VA Police expect to open up the San Mateo gate at around 3 p.m. on both days to allow easier access to and from the medical center campus. Shortly after exiting traffic dies down, all blocked areas will be open and barricades taken down.
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
